The EPR methodology for NEML in Ukraine seems to be in line with standard practice applied
in other European countries

© Recalculation of prices of the sample: for almost all of the products the study team reached the same reference price as
listed in the Ukrainian price list

© Adding another country to the EPR country basket: After adding Romania to the basket of reference countries,
prices for the products in the sample decreased by 4% on average. effect unclear!

O Price calculation methodology was evaluated: number of reference countries, quality of data sources, calculation
method, currency rate, reference products, consideration of parallel imports, frequency of updating price data, appeal
procedure, hospital price, publication of price data sources used

O Price data sources were checked (official price lists in the five reference countries are available, ex-factory prices are
included in the official price lists of four of the five reference countries)

© Managing / collating price data from different sources could happen in two ways: (1) manually, or (2) automatically
